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The Congressional Research Service has released an estimate showing the yearly economic impact of cyber attacks on businesses has grown to over $226 billion.  This huge impact mandates the development of a framework for business executives to assess the financial impact of their cyber risks. If this doesn’t paint a bleak enough picture, the FBI has acknowledged that about two dozen nations have developed cyber attack capabilities and have targets inside U.S. businesses and government agencies.  

To combat this growing threat, Technolytics, Spy-Ops and Intelomics have joined forces to provide security intelligence services designed to collect and disseminate intelligence about new and emerging cyber threats.  This service is designed to allow organization to become much more proactive with regard to cyber attacks.
